Berlioz: Overtures

Waverley (1828) comprises a slow
Introduction with a vigorous Allegro,
llustrating the couplet:

Dreams of love and Lady’s charms
Give place to honour and to arms.

Rob-Roy (1831) was rejected by the
composer as ‘long and diffuse’, but

two themes were re-used in  Harold en
Italie. Itis played here by the San
Diego Symphony Orchestra

conducted by Yoav Taimi
